The Keokuk County Board of Supervisors met in regular session, Monday, January 27, 2025, in the 
Board Room of the Courthouse.  Present were: Michael C. Hadley, Daryl Wood, Kevin Weber and 
Christy Bates, County Auditor.   
 
Wood moved, Weber seconded to approve the agenda. All ayes and motion carried.   Casey Jarmes, 
News Review, was present. 
 
Weber moved, Wood seconded to approve the minutes of January 20, 2025, as submitted.  All ayes 
and motion carried.   
 
Met with Engineer McGuire regarding the Keokuk County Highway Department and FY2026 budget 
request review.  McGuire attended the County Engineer Conference in Minnesota last week and felt it 
was beneficial.   
 
Discussion with Sigourney Mayor Morlan regarding the recycling center was held.  Morlan informed 
only a few city households are utilizing the recycling center and are therefore considering eliminating the 
contract due to related expenses.   Board consensus indicated the facility would revert back to rural 
resident use only if there is no contract.  Morlan will provide information to the city council.  The 
contract dictates that a 30-day notice is to be provided of any upcoming contract changes. 
 
Wood moved, Weber seconded approval of Keokuk County Bowl Class C retail alcohol license 
application as submitted.  All ayes and motion carried.
