KEOKUK COUNTY BOARD PROCEEDINGS
MAY 27, 2025

The Keokuk County Board of Supervisors met in regular session, Tuesday, May 27, 2025, in the Board Room of the Courthouse.  Present were: Michael C. Hadley, Daryl Wood, Kevin Weber, LuAnn Berger, recording secretary; and Andrew Ritland, Mahaska County Attorney.  Absent was Christy Bates, County Auditor.  

Weber moved, Wood seconded to approve the agenda.  All ayes and motion carried.  Also present was Casey Jarmes, News-Review.

Wood moved, Weber seconded to approve the minutes of May 19, 2025, as submitted.  Hadley abstained due to being absent from said meeting.  All ayes and motion carried. Wood moved, Weber seconded to approve the minutes of May 21, 2025, as submitted, noting the May 22, 2025, meeting was not held due to applicant cancellation.   All ayes and motion carried.  

Met with Engineer McGuire, Keokuk County Highway Department as follows:  

Review and possible approval of DOT budget amendment was held.  McGuire stated the Highway Department does not require a budget amendment.  

Review and possible approval of resolution accepting resignation of Keokuk County Attorney, appointing Interim Keokuk County Attorney, continued further employment of current County Attorney for the purposes of transitioning the office’s duties, and setting public hearing to fill the vacancy of County Attorney and notice of right to petition for special election was held.  Thompson stated a public hearing is not required.  Weber moved, Wood seconded to approve and accept the resolution (including Keouk County Personnel Report) regarding the resignation of Amber L. Thompson Keokuk County Attorney, appointment of Andrew Ritland, Mahaska County Attorney, as acting interim Keokuk County Attorney (May 30, 2025), and employment of Amber L. Thompson as staff with Keokuk County Attorney’s Office ($60.56 per hour), setting rate of pay for Mahaska County for additional hours above the current contracted 28E agreement ($100 per hour), and to meet on June 23, 2025, at 9:15 a.m.. to fill the vacancy of Keokuk County Attorney as submitted.  All ayes and motion carried.  Amber will take care of publishing the notice of intent to appoint in The News-Review.

Discussion and possible decision on hiring Information Technology Director or other entity to fulfill IT Director job duties, completing IT assessment, and other matters related to the vacant IT Director position was held.  Hadley moved to not offer the Information Technology Director position to either of the applicants interviewed.  Weber seconded the motion.  All ayes and motion carried.  Wood moved, Weber seconded to put the Information Technology Director application on Indeed and to send out an RFP to anyone interested.  All ayes and motion carried.  Weber moved, Wood seconded to complete the IT assessment.  All ayes and motion carried.  

Review and possible approval of Interim Services Agreement for Technology services with Great Prairie Area Education Agency was held.  Hadley moved, Weber seconded to amend the agreement as a month-to-month agreement, to approve said agreement with amendment, and to authorize the Chairman of the Board of Supervisors to sign on behalf of Keokuk County.  Wood abstained from voting.  Motion carried.

Wood moved, Weber seconded to acknowledge the personnel report regarding hire of Brian Ulin, summer seasonal, Conservation Department, effective May 19, 2025, at $25.00 per hour as submitted.  All ayes and motion carried.

Hadley moved, Weber seconded to approve the Personnel Report for the resignation of Aaron Kephart, Dispatch/Jailer/E911, Sheriff’s Department effective date of May 28, 2025, as submitted.  All ayes and motion carried..

Various Board and Committee reports were held.  Deke Wood attended 10-15 and Regional Planning 15 policy board meetings.  Kevin Weber participated in Early Childhood of Iowa meeting.  Mike Hadley attended Rural Housing Trust Fund meeting last week.

Discussion of old/new business and public comment was not held due to no business to discuss.  

On vote and motion Hadley adjourned the meeting at 9:45 a.m.
