BOARD MINUTES
JULY 21, 2025

The Keokuk County Board of Supervisors met in regular session, Monday, July 21, 2025, in the Board Room of the Courthouse.  Present were Michael C. Hadley, Daryl Wood, Kevin Weber and Christy Bates, County Auditor.  

8:30 a.m.- Meeting was called to order.  Motion was made by Deke Wood to approve the agenda and amend to include approval of executive summary permit renewal for the Keokuk County Citizen Convenience Center and review and possible approval of remote access agreements with Keokuk County Abstract Co. and Washington Title & Guaranty Co.   Kevin Weber seconded the motion.  All ayes and motion carried.    Casey Jarmes, News Review; Pie Reighard and Stratton Bond, Conservation were present.

8:35 a.m. - Review and approval of previous board meeting minutes was held.  Motion was made by Kevin Weber to approve the minutes of July 14, 2025 as submitted.  Deke Wood seconded the motion.  All ayes and motion carried.  

8:40 a.m. – Approval of Executive Summary Permit Renewal July 2025 regarding the Keokuk County Citizen Convenience Center was held. No changes to staffing or operations were noted.  Motion was made by Deke Wood to approve the permit renewal as submitted and to authorize the Board Chairman to sign on behalf of Keokuk County.  Kevin Weber seconded the motion.  All ayes and motion carried.    

8:45 a.m. – Met with Andy McGuire, Engineer, regarding the Keokuk County Highway department.  Andy informed there are some rough spots where water was over the road on the east side of Keokuk County but nothing impassable.  Patching continues on the Keswick Road with nine pipes yet to be installed, further reminding there are several working days left of the contract.  Letters of support are being gathered to send with the CHBP grant application for the bridge project near Richland.  Andy recently attended the National County Engineer’s meeting in Philadelphia where transportation and reduction of workflow regarding grant applications were points of discussion.  There have only been a couple of blow-ups to date, of which is attributed to crack sealing off moisture.

All ayes and motion carried.  

9:10 a.m. - Various Board and Committee reports were held.  Kevin Weber attended a Keokuk County Economic Development meeting.   Mike Hadley attended a Semco meeting.  Deke Wood had no scheduled meetings last week.  

9:15 a.m.- Discussion of old/new business and public comment was held.  Pie Reighard would like to have one desktop at the park, instead of three, and use that money to purchase MACH for the two patrol vehicles.  Board consensus was to approve said request.  Mary Krier brought in Rural Restoration Project information and invited the Board to attend an upcoming forum on rural housing, supply, affordability and quality thereof.  Notification was received from Keya Cox, regarding the Keokuk County Recycling Center, indicating letters will be sent to individuals, that includes a charge, who live within city limits but own property in the rural area, with a reminder that household waste is to be derived from where you reside.   

9:25 a.m. – Review and possible approval of remote access agreements with Lynea Gehrking, Keokuk County Abstract Co. and Brett Pierson, Washington Title and Guaranty Co. was held with Heather 
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Wilson, Deputy Recorder.  Also present were Darin Hite, IT Director; Drew Sanders, Assessor/GIS and Maddison Denny, County Attorney.  Motion was made by Deke Wood to approve the agreements as submitted.  Darin Hite informed he is aware the remote access is noted in the ISAC/ICIT assessment, that is to be presented on July 28th, as a point of discussion on said report and he respectfully suggested for no action to be taken on this matter today.  Board consensus was to table action until following the presentation of report findings.  Brett Pierson commented that access is fundamental to doing business in Keokuk County.  Lynea Gehrking informed she will be out of office until August 11, 2025.  Darin stated he will research other means to gain access to said information in the meantime.
